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Mechanism for applying the regulations to stop the green fodder
cultivation issued by the esteemed Cabinet Resolution No. (39)
dated 1/16/1438 AH

First / stopping range (spaces covered by stopping)

1- The farmers who invest in the cultivation of green fodder in
the areas covered in item (first) of the application of Cabinet
Resolution No. (66) dated 25/2/1437 AH, as of 25 Safar 1440
AH, apply to farmers.

They were divided into the following:

e Mediterranean and small farmers.

e Agricultural companies and large farmers with large
projects investing in green fodder.

e Dairy companies and projects that grow green fodder.

2- The areas planted with green fodder should be located in the
sedimentary shelf area shown on the water map issued by the
Ministry's water sector and divided into the following:

= 50 hectares and less (a small farmer invested in green
fodder).

= More than 50 hectares to 100 hectares (an average
farmer invested in green fodder).

= More than 100 hectares (agricultural companies and
large-scale farmers who invest in green fodder, as well
as dairy production companies that grow green fodder).
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Second / Types of green fodder crops banned from cultivation for
consuming large quantities of irrigation water, namely:

(Alfalfa - rhododendra - sorghum "green fodder / grains" -
cannabis Sudan - maize "green fodder / grains" - blue fruit (blueberry) -
rye - barley "green fodder / grain"), in addition to any types and varieties
Others to be determined by the Ministry later.

Third: Agricultural crops and their products (fresh or processed)
which are wasted forbidden water:

It is (watermelon - melons - potatoes - dry onions - tomatoes - corn
- olives - pumpkins - grapes) in addition to what the ministry sees in the
future from wasted water crops.

Fourth / Alternatives to growing green fodder:

1- Green fodder farmers who grow green fodder over an area of
more than 100 hectares are transformed into alternatives to
growing fodder according to the administrative and
technical requirements of the Ministry as follows:

* Investing in integrated feed factories, provided that the
inputs are imported.

» Investing in poultry projects and industries.

 Investing in raising and fattening livestock that depend on
integrated feed for their feeding.

 Investing in advanced greenhouses to contribute to
achieving food security.

 Investing in the cultivation of pastoral plants provided that
modern irrigation systems are used according to the
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varieties and areas specified by the Ministry of
Environment, Water and Agriculture.

» Investing in saltwater projects in salt water.
 Investing in the cultivation of green fodder outside the
Kingdom for export to the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.
 Investing in tourism projects that are not wasted water.

2- For everyone who practices fodder cultivation in areas not
exceeding 50 hectares (small farmers) at the time of the
issuance of Resolution No. 66 of 2/25/1437 AH a number of
options:

« To completely stop cultivating fodder and obtain a
financial compensation of 4,000 riyals per hectare, with a
maximum of (200,000) two hundred thousand riyals
spent in installments within five years.

« Growing wheat in an area not exceeding 50 hectares and
stopping after the end of the wheat harvest The General
Organization for Grains receives wheat as the only entity
that supplies wheat mill companies.

« Continuing to grow green fodder, no more than 50
hectares.
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3- Everyone who practices green fodder in areas greater than
50 hectares and not more than 100 hectares (Mediterranean
farmers) at the time of the issuance of Resolution No. 66 and
the date of 2/25/1437 AH must reduce the area planted with
green fodder to 50 hectares - max. Then he must choose one
of the following alternatives:

« To stop the cultivation of green fodder completely, and to
obtain material compensation in the amount of 4000
riyals for every hectare planted with green fodder at the
time of the issuance of the decision, not to exceed
(400,000) four hundred thousand riyals and the amount
Is spent in installments within five years.

« Continuing to grow green fodder in an area that does not
exceed 50 hectares, and has the right to compensation
for the reduced area by four thousand riyals per hectare
and not exceeding (200,000) two hundred thousand
riyals spent in installments within five years.

« Growing wheat in an area that does not exceed 50
hectares only and stopping cultivation after the end of the
wheat harvest season. The General Organization for
Grains receives wheat as the only entity that supplies the
companies of mills with wheat. It also has the right to
compensation for the reduced area by 4000 riyals per
hectare planted with green fodder. At the time of the
iIssuance of the decision, and not exceeding (200,000)
two hundred thousand riyals, he disbursed in installments
within five years.
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4- For everyone who engages in green fodder cultivation in
areas greater than 100 hectares (agricultural companies and
farmers with large projects investing in green fodder and
who grow fodder on an area of more than 100 hectares of
dairy companies and producers) at the time of the issuance
of Resolution No. 66 of 25 2/1437 AH, the actual cessation of
the cultivation of green fodder, and he has the right only to
invest in the available alternatives mentioned in Item
(Fourth) above in accordance with the standards and
procedures followed by the Ministry of Environment, Water
and Agriculture.

Fifth / Mechanism for controlling violations and imposing penalties

1- The specialists in the general departments of agriculture
affairs in the regions and their branches (engineers,
specialists - researchers and agricultural technicians)
inspect the farms and control the violations of the
provisions contained in these controls.

2- A committee shall be formed by a decision of the
Undersecretary of the Ministry of Agriculture in each region,
from three members of the agricultural specialists to
consider any violations of this mechanism and establish the
appropriate punishment for the violator.

3- Any violator of these controls shall be penalized with a fine
of 4000 riyals for every hectare planted with green fodder in
one year the first time, and the fine will be doubled if the
violation is repeated every time.

4- 1t is permissible to object to the decision of punishment
before the competent administrative courts within sixty days
from the date of its knowledge.
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Sixth / Obligations of practitioners of agricultural activity

1- Adherence to what was stated in the regulations for
stopping the green fodder cultivation, in compliance with the
Honorable Cabinet Resolution No. 66 of 2/25/1437 AH.

2- Not to grow any crops in new agricultural holdings or to
expand existing ones.

3- To commit to installing meters on the wells to calculate the
amount of water consumed.

Seventh / General Provisions

1- The General Administration of Agricultural Affairs in the
regions notifies (Mediterranean and small farmers)
investors investing in green fodder for stopping the
cultivation of fodder.

2- The Ministry shall inform the agricultural companies and
farmers with large projects investing in the cultivation of
green fodder and dairy production companies formally to
stop the cultivation of fodder as of 2/25/1440 AH.

3- The General Departments of Agriculture Affairs in the areas
located within the sedimentary shelf area and its
agricultural branches facilitate the tasks of the field teams
of the King Abdulaziz City for Science and Technology that
will collect theinformation necessary to create an
integrated database of green fodder farms in the
sedimentary shelf area.
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4- relevant committee in each region decides that these farms
were planted with green fodder on 25/2/1437 AH, according
to what the King City data shows. Abdulaziz Science and
Technology.

5- The General Departments of Agriculture Affairs in the areas
within the sedimentary shelf area and the agricultural
directorates and branches affiliated to it register all
agricultural holdings and their actual activities in reality,
and their statute with title deeds and updating their
agricultural records and issuing a license by the Ministry of
Agriculture Agency to practice its agricultural activity in
accordance with the technical controls and in line with the
achievement Water and food security, provided that the
agricultural license is granted according to the following
conditions:

« The agricultural activity should be compatible with the
comparative characteristics determined by the Ministry.

» Not to exceed the area specified for agricultural activity
according to the crop composition.

* The crops planted should be among the crops allowed to
be cultivated or targeted, according to what is specified
by the Ministry.

« The application of modern technologies and production
methods approved in the Ministry to rationalize the use of
irrigation water.

6- A farmer who grows feed on an area of 50 hectares and less
and wants to switch to wheat cultivation and wants to apply
an agricultural cycle and grow a fodder crop as he can
apply the agricultural cycle at least every two years.
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7- The farmer who has rented a farm with a lease and will
replace the cultivation of fodder with wheat. The
registration of the wheat crop will be in the name of the
tenant.

8- Any fodder farmer in an area of more than 100 hectares
must stop completely from growing green fodder and
switch only to investing in one of the investment
alternatives. It is only allowed to grow fodder for those who
grow an area of 50 hectares or less or who reduce the
cultivated area from 100 hectares to 50 hectares Contained
in the controls.

9- 9- A farmer who owns several farms in one area or in
several regions within the scope of the sedimentary shelf
and each farm has a separate instrument and each of these
farms where green fodder is grown on an area of 100
hectares or less or more, in this case the owner will be
treated only, The owner must choose only one farm to
continue growing it with green fodder, and it will be treated
according to what is mentioned in Paragraph 3 of Fourth.
As for the rest of the farms, he should stop cultivating
green fodder and he has no right to lease it for the purpose
of benefiting from the mechanism of applying the controls.
He may invest in the available alternatives mentioned in
Item (Fourth) above in accordance with the standards and
procedures followed by the Ministry of Environment, Water
and Agriculture.

10- Agricultural lands that have been fragmented and
emptied from the writings of justice prior to the issuance
of the decision on 25/2/1437 AH without referring to the
Ministry in retail, it will be dealt with according to the
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precedent of lending from the Agricultural Development
Fund, including the heirs. By decision of the Sharia Court
before the date of 2/25/1437 AH.

11- If the farmer has a pre-existing loan from the Agricultural
Development Fund and the borrower regularly pays the
due installments, another loan from the fund is given to
finance the alternative project.

12- If the borrower fails to pay the installments due, he must
first correct his position with the Agricultural
Development Fund, and if the fund agrees, it will be
funded within alternative projects.

13- With regard to deducting the financial dues in favor of the
Agricultural Development Fund for those who were
compensated in the event that he stopped farming, this is
in contradiction with the controls approved by Cabinet
Resolution No. (39) dated 1/16/1438 AH.

14- Regarding the deduction of the financial agricultural
development dues from farmers when the value of the
wheat crop that was supplied to the General Grain
Corporation is spent as previously followed.

15-In the event of a complete cessation of the cultivation of
fodder and the selection of financial compensation, the
farmer has no right to return to cultivation for any
alternative, and if he does not adhere to that and
implement the cultivation of fodder or its substitute, the
specified penalty will be applied. Pay the amount before
deciding on his request, and in this case he is entitled to
the following options:
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« With regard to the option to grow wheat, registration is
made annually with the Ministry and its branches,
provided that they stop completely after harvesting the
wheat in the summer period.

« Those who wish to continue growing fodder must adhere
to the area stipulated in the regulations for implementing
Cabinet Resolution No. 66 of 2/25/1437 AH. As for
exceeding the areas specified in the controls, the
financial fine will apply to it.

16-Conducting a field technical survey in cooperation with
King Abdulaziz City for Science and Technology to build
an information base on green fodder farms in all regions
of the Kingdom, including all types of crops grown there,
and updating them periodically.
17- Linking the license to import livestock from abroad with
a specific age and weight, which is not allowed to import at
a lesser age and weight
18- Coordination with the Saudi Arabian Oil Company
(Aramco) and the Saudi Electricity Company - each within
its jurisdiction - to take the necessary measures to require
the provision of an agricultural registry and a valid license
to obtain fuel and electricity services for agricultural
activity practitioners.
19- Coordination with the Ministry of Culture and
Information to sensitize the practitioners of agricultural
activity to the contents of these regulations.
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
